Less Salt, More Health

High blood pressure and heart disease are estimated to cause about 30 percent of all deaths in the United States.
Medical specialists have known for some time that too much salt can lead to higher blood pressure and heart problems,
and they have been recommending that people reduce the amount they consume. Until now, however, there has been no
definite evidence that this would lead to a reduction in heart disease. Recently, though, the results of a 15-year study have
shown that the effect on heart disease can be dramatic.

The study was carried out by researchers in Boston. For the research, 3000 people between the ages of 30 and 54,
who looked as though they might develop high blood pressure, were chosen. One group was taught to identify and prepare
low-salt foods, thus cutting their intake by 25 to 35 percent. The other group carried on with their usual diet. 10 to 15
years later, the group who had cut their intake was found to be 25 percent less likely to suffer from a heart attack or other
problems associated with high blood pressure, The study will undoubtedly encourage many more .@moc_m to reduce the

Tablet
computers sometimes cause health problems such as headaches, because too much exposure to light before sleeping has a
bad influence on sleep patterns.

Tablet computers are often purchased without a clear plan. In Thailand, many schools in the countryside have not
